Sir,
Presenting my utmost request this is to submit that I am posted as Additional District

and Sessions Judge Balrampur with effect from 14.04.2021. Sh. Anil Kumar Jha has taken
charge as District Judge, Balrampur on 10.05.2023. 1 am writing this complaint to Hon'ble
Court directly without forwarding through District Judge, Balrampur because this is complaint
against the present District Judge, Balrampur which will obviously not be forwarded by him.
Soon after taking charge Sh. Anil Kumar Jha, District Judge, Balrampur started making illegal
and improper demands by pressurizing the officers and staff of Balrampur Judgeship through
various means and modes. Sh. Jha has exerted pressures on me also to fulfill his illegal,

improper, extraneous and totally unjustified demands. Following are some specific instances of

his demands and misdeeds.

(1) (i) A Departmental Inquiry No. 09/2023 was instituted by Sh. Lallu Singh, the t.hf.n District
Judge, Balrampur vide Administrative Order No. 154/2023 Dated 20.04.2023 against Sh.

Jogender Singh, a then Class 111 employee (on contract basis) and nominated me as the Inquiry

Officer. The context was that the Administrative Officer and Administrative Clerk of

Balrampur Judgeship conducted a joint inspection of Room No. 7 at First Floor of the Court

Building where Office of vacant court of ADJ-FTC lInd was situated. After the inspection a

detailed 08 page report was submitted which basically stated that about 140 unaccounted case

files were found in that Office which was under charge of Sh. Jogender Singh. After that the

charged employee Sh. Jogender Singh who was working as contractual employee at Balrampur
Staff Centralized

Judgeship was selected as Stenographer Grade-111 in The U.P. Civil Court
p vide letter dated

Recruitment 2022-23 and was offered appointment at Bulandsahar Judgeshi

-08.06.2023 and was given 30 days time for joining at Bulandsahar Judgeship. This fact was

communicated by the charged employee Jogender Singh to District Judge, Balrampur through
Letter Dated 01.07.2023. The District Judge, Balrampur made endorsement

04 07.2023 on that letter to the Inquiry Officer (me) to do the needful at the earlies

order dated
t. Then, Sh.

Anil Kumar Jha, District Judge, Balrampur called me in his chamber and directed me to

conclude the inquiry within 2-3 days and also directed to exonerate the charged employee so
that he may join at Bulandsahar Judgeship by the stipulated time of 08.07.2023. 1 informed the
Plan sediP]
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District Judge Sir that the nature of charge framed against the charged employee is such that it
will not be possible to conclude the inquiry in 2-3 days and further that outcome of the Inquiry
will depend upon merit of the matter. The District Judge Sir initially tried to convince me that it
is matter of service of the charged employee that I should be generous to exonerate him. [
avoided the matter at that time saying that I will see the matter at the time of preparation of the
Inquiry Report. Then the District Judge Sir pressurized me to submit report anyhow in favour
of the charged employee Sh. Jogender Singh. It was very shocking for me to face such pressure

from District Judge Sir.

The next date in the inquiry proceeding was 05.07.2023 when  issued notice to witness in the
inquiry proceeding and posted the matter for 12.07.2023 because the witness was no longer in
the service and notice had been sent by post. On the next date no proceeding could be
conducted because 1 was attending Training Programme at JTRI Lucknow from 10.07.2023 to
14.07.2023 and was on casual leave on 15.07.2023. It was Sunday on 16.07.2023. When I
resumed work on 17.07.2023 then I received a Letter No. 809 Dated 14.07.2023 in sealed
envelope issued by the District Judge Sir expressing displeasure that despite his direction dated
04.07.2023 I had not submitted the inquiry report till date with further direction to me to submit

the inquiry report within 03 days.

(iii) I went to the chamber of District Judge Sir and informed him about the factual position that

inquiry report could not be submitted within 03 days. The District Judge Sir again pressurized
me to cut short the inquiry proceeding and to submit report within one day in favour of the
charged employee. The District Judge Sir then told me that he had taken money from the
charged employee Sh. Jogender Singh and that therefore I had to submit inquiry report in
favour of charged employee Sh. Jogender Singh otherwise 1 have to face the consequences. It
was again very shocking and disbelieving for me to hear all this from him. I then came to my
chamber and sent detailed report dated 17.07.2023 (ANNEXURE-1) to the Administrative

Office seeking at least one month tme to submit the inquiry report.

(iv) On receiving my report dated 17.07.2023 the District Judge Sir obtained an affidavit from the

charged employee Sh. Jogender Singh on the same day (i.e. 17.07.2023) to the effect that the
charged employee will cooperate 1n the inquiry proceedings and that his appointment at
Bulandsahar Judgeship will be subject to outcome of the inquiry proceedings pending herein

with request to relieve the charged employee immediately. Then District Judge Sir influenced

Sh. Ifthekhar Ahmad, ADJ {3 /Officer-in-Charge, General Administration to submit report

accordingly for relieving the charged employee from Balrampur Judgeship from back date of

28.06.2023. Sh. Ifthekhar Ahmad, ADJ 1St accordingly submutted report on the same day (i.e.
17.07.2023) which was accepted by the District Judge Sir by passing 2 totally illegal order
dated 18.07.2023 (ANNEXURE-2) thereby relieving the charged employee Sh. Jogender
Singh from his contractual service at Balrampur Judgeship from back date of 28.06.2023 -
(which was again illegal because service of any employee could not be terminated from back
Moidam e,
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date of about 20 days) and making his appointment at Bulandsahar Judgeship subject to the
outcome of the inquiry proceeding being conducted here. The District Judge Sir had full
knowledge that District Judge Bulandsahar (the Appointing Authority there) is not subordinate
to District Judge Balrampur and therefore the charged employee Sh. Jogender Singh’s
appointment at Bulandsahar Judgeship could not be made subject to the outcome of pending
inquiry at Balrampur even then he passed such illegal order only to extend undue benefit to the
charged employee Sh. Jogender Singh on extraneous considerations. Thereafter the District
Judge Sir passed endorsement order on 26.07.2023 (backdating it to 17.07.2023 as evident
from the receiving endorsement dated 26.07.2023 by Sh. Prem Mishra, Reader of my Court) on

my report dated 17.07.2023 granting one month time to conclude the inquiry as requested by

me.

(v) The outcome of this generosity by the District Judge Sir was that the charged employee Sh.
Jogender Singh immediately joined at Bulandsahar Judgeship and then never participated in the
ongoing inquiry proceeding here at Balrampur due to which the inquiry proceeding had to be
conducted ex-parte. The District Judge Sir continued to pressurize me to submit report in
favour of the charged employee Sh. Jogender Singh otherwise I had to face various adverse
consequences. The merit of the inquiry proceeding was against the charged employee Sh.

Jogender Singh and thus 1 had submitted inquiry report dated 22.09.2023 against the charged
employee Sh. Jogender Singh.

(vi) After submission of my inquiry report against the charged employee, the District Judge Sir had
become very angry on me. He rebuked me in his chamber saying that though he will try his
best to manage the things for Jogender Singh by talking to District Judge, Bulandsahar but if he
could not manage that then I will have to pay heavy price for ignoning his diktat.

(2) I was nominated Chairman, Infrastructure Sub-Committee of Balrampur Judgeship by the then
District Judge Sh. Lallu Singh. Soon after taking over charge as District Judge Balrampur Sh.
Anil Kumar Jha inquired about the various ongoing projects here from me as well as Court
Manager Sh. Piyush Mittal. He was apprised in detail about the ongoing projects. He then
instructed that the contractors/project incharge/engineers of the construction agencies be
tightened and threatened so that illegal demands may be made to them and they are coerced to
fulfill them. I and Court Manager both initially took it lightly but gradually the District Judge
Sir started making illegal demands with extreme pressure to anyhow fulfill those demands
otherwise we (me and Court Manager) should be ready to face the adverse consequences. The
District Judge Sir went even up to the extent of threatening that if his illegal demands will not
be fulfilled then the District Judge Sir will ruin our carrier and threatened me specially to write
adverse entry in my Annual Confidential Remarks. At times the demands were made by the
District Judge Sir directly to the representatives of the construction agencies. The demands

were also made by the District Judge Sir before other Officers and Staff of the Balrampur
Judgeship. Following are some of his illegal demands -
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; (i) The District Judge Sir directed that two furnished one room set with toilet and kitchen be made

between both the gates of the Session House so that his personal staff be accommodated in one

and his security staff be accommodated in the other set. Apart from this, a large open garage for

at least 05 vehicles as well as one Gaushala be constructed in the Session House. Further, a

makeshift structure of plastic-shed be made on all sides of his main residence.

(i) The District Judge Sir also demanded two S5 Inch or larger 4K HDMI Smart TVs, two double

beds, two large sofa sets, one fridge and other household items for his personal use.

(iii) Budget was received in May 2023 for installation of 46 A.C.s in the chambers and court-
rooms of District Judge and ADJs. The District Judge Sir demanded from the agency (PWD
Electrical Division, Ayodhya) that a total of 50 A.C.s (46 official plus 04 unofficial for his
personal use) be provided. The agency provided only 46 A.C.s as per schedule in the month of
August 2023. Then the District Judge Sir very strictly coerced me and Court Manager both that

04 A.C.s be provided to him anyhow otherwise we have to face the dire consequences.

(iv) The District Judge Sir also demanded one Innova Crysta top model vehicle from the agency
constructing 13 Type — 1V residences for judicial officers saying that the total cost of the
project is about 09 crore and that the District Judge Sir must be given at least one latest Innova
Crysta vehicle by the construction agency because his cut rate is at least 10%.

(v) Faced with all such illegal demands and pressures from the District Judge Sir I submitted

representation letter dated 27.06.2023 and reminder dated 18.08.2023 requesting him to

nominate some other person as Chairman, Infrastructure Sub-Committee at my place but the

District Judge Sir vide Administrative Order No. 258 Dated 29.08.2023 (ANNEXURE-3)

rejected by aforesaid both representations on the ground that I am the second senior most ADJ

posted here and that first senior most ADJ Sh. Iftekhar Ahmad is working as chairman/member
of other various committees besides being Officer-in-Charge of General Administration and

Central Public Information Officer. Therefore, it would be proper to continue me as Chairman,

Infra Sub-Committee. However, the District Judge Sir orally threatened me that I will not be

spared from his clutches and pressures and that | had to fulfill all his aforementioned demands
and future demands if [ want live in peace.

(vi) A review meeting was conducted by the Infra Sub-Committee on 01.09.2023 (minutes attached
as ANNEXURE-4) wherein point wise recommendations were made by the Sub-Committee to
District Judge for his approval. The District Judge Sir vide his order dated 05.09.2023
(mentioned on the last page of minutes) directed Chairman, Infra Sub-Committee to take
necessary steps in respect of point no. 1, 2 & 3 at his end but purposefully left
recommendations in respect of point no. 4 (which was related to ongoing repair work in Type -
IV and Type - 11 residences). The District Judge Sir asked me go slow with the monitoring of
repair work as it has potential to extract money and other benefits from the concerned agency.

Due to not approval of recommendations at point no. 4 by District Judge Sir, no
communication could be sent to the concerned agency for compliance of the recommendations.
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(vii) One of the infrastructure work going on is construction of boundary wall around residentia!

complex of District Judge and other Judicial Officers. In this regard, the District Judge Sir at
first directed the Court Manager to seek report from PWD on specific two points indicating that
construction agency had to do soil filling work also inside the boundary. Accordingly report
was sought by Court Manager vide letter dated 20.09.2023. The reply of Ex. Engineer PWD
dated 27.09.2023 stated that soil filling work is not included in the estimate. Even then, the
District Judge Sir pressurized me and other members of Infra Sub-Committee to give report
that soil filling work is included in the estimate. He further told me that he had already talked
with somebody in High Court in this regard. In such circumstances, the Sub-Committee gave
report dated 29.09.2023 (attached with enclosures as ANNEXURE-5) as per desire of the
District Judge Sir who used this report to send his recommendations dated 06.10.2023 to
Hon'ble High Court which was ultimately turned down by Hon'ble High Court vide Letter No.
1719/Infra. Cell, Allahabad dated 13.10.2023. All this tantrums had been adopted by the
District Judge Sir with a view only to coerce and pressurize the construction agencies so that
they may fall in line.

(viii) The Infra Sub-Committee held it's another review meeting on 07.1 1.2023 (minutes attached
as ANNEXURE-6) wherein again point-wise recommendations were made to District Judge
Sir for his approval. However, this time the District Judge Sir refused to approve the
recommendations with written order dated 15.11.2023 (on the last page of the minutes) to the
effect that the Infra Sub-Committee should issue instructions/directions at it's end to the
concerned agencies. The real intention behind such order came to light when the District Judge
Sir orally directed that he will not use his pen for anything related to infrastructure work but all
his illegal demands must be complied with in any condition. On receiving the order dated
15.11.2023, another meeting of Infra Sub-Committee was held on 18.11.2023 (minutes
attached as ANNEXURE-7) wherein the Sub-Committee unanimously requested the District
Judge Sir to approve the recommendations in minutes dated 07.11.2023 (ANNEXURE-4) so
that they could be complied with. District Judge Sir became furious on receiving the minutes
dated 18.11.2023 and badly rebuked me using foul language in presence of other Judicial
Officers and staff of judgeship with threat to teach me lessons while recording my Annual

Remarks for 2023-24.

(ix) The District Judge Sir had now understood that he could not extract any undue advantage from
any construction agency as long as I will remain Chairman of Infra Sub-Committee. So, taking
advantage of the transfers effected by Hon'ble High Court vide Notification dated 18.1 1.2023,
the District Judge Sir removed me and appointed Sh. Iftekhar Ahmad ADJ 1* as Chairman,
Infra Sub-Committee vide Administrative Order No. 296/2023 dated 23.11.2023 even though
all the circumstances were still present there on 23.11.2023 which were present while passing
order dated 29.08.2023 (i.e. Sh. Iftekhar Ahmad ADJ 1* was still senior most ADJ being
chairman/member of various committees as well as Ofticer-in-Charge of General

Administration and Central Public Information Officer).
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(x) After that it has come [0 my knowledge that on oral instructions of the District Judge Sir the
ongoing construction works had been stopped. This has been so done with the sole intention to

exert pressure on the concerned agencies to fulfill his illegal and improper demands.

(3) The District Judge Sir often threatens me and other Officers and staff of Balrampur Judgeship
saying that he has a very long service and that he will soon be elevated as Hon’ble Judge of
Allahabad High Court and then he will teach ample and revengeful lessons to those who will
not act as per his wish and not fulfill his demands. All the Officers and staff of Balrampur
Judgeship are well aware about the misdeeds of the District Judge Sir and are working under
extreme duress and torturous conditions but are not willing to come forward for obvious

reasons.

(4) In my carmier of over 17 years of judicial service, I have seen various kinds of District Judges,
had worked with them, faced different kinds of pressures also but had never made any
complaint against any District Judge or any other Judicial Officer. I am conscious of the fact
that making complaint against sitting District Judge under whom one is currently working 1s
not an easy task because District Judge being head of the District Judiciary had enormous
powers being one man show to cause troubles and problems for anyone and thus this kind of
extraordinary step should be taken only as a very exceptional measure when the situation had
gone completely out of control. If any District Judge is to make any illegal demands and is to
exert pressure tactics for fulfilling his illegal and improper demands then usually it is done in
private. But it is very surprising for me to watch the audacity of the present District Judge Sir
Sh. Anil Kumar Jha that he takes no care to keep his illegal activities in private rather he felt a
sense of enjoyment in making his illegal demands openly in presence of other Judicial Officers
and Staff and also used to extend threats and exert pressures on Judicial Officers (including
myself) in presence of other Judicial Officers and Staff so that no one dares to avoid his illegal
demands. In these circumstances, I am now constrained to make this complaint after facing
intolerable harassment and torture inflicted by the District Judge Sh. Anil Kumar Jha who has
crossed all thresholds of dignity and decorum of his office. I am ready to file affidavit and other
evidence in support of this complaint as and when required. I had not mentioned names of other
Judicial Officers and Staff in whose presence illegal demands were made by Sh. Anil Kumar
Jha and also pressures and threats were extended by him to me for obvious reasons. I am ready
to disclose those names before the inquiry authority, if any, constituted to inquire the matter.

It is, therefore, most humbly prayed that the aforesaid facts may be inquired into and
proper and effective action may be taken against Sh. Anil Kumar Jha, the present District Judge

Balrampur and for this purpose this complaint may be put up before Hon’ble Court for kind
consideration.

) You are engaged in the capacity of designated Post and your duties and responsibilities
shall be such as prescribed by the appointing authority at his sole discretion from time to time.

2. Medical Fitness:

The engagement shall be subject to your physical and mental fitness. If at any stage it is
found by the competent medical authority that you are not physically or mentally fit, your
contract and service shall be terminated.

3. Leave: )

You will be eligible for one day CL for every month of completed service, CL can not
be taken for more than three days at a time, However, before proceeding on leave, prior sanction/
approval of the appointing authority is required. In case under unforeseen circumstances prior
approval is not possible, immediate information through email, 5S.M.S/Electronic message or
‘telephone will be required to be given to the appointing authority. In case you fail 1o do so,
appointing authority will have the right to take action against you as per discretion of the
appointing authority. You shall not be entitled to any Winter/Summer Vacation and Medical
Leave.

4, Relinquishing Services :

In case you absent yourself from duly continuously for 7 days or more without prior
notice/intimation or leave, you shall be deemed to have left and relinquished the services on your
own accord and such relinquishment of services shall be deemed as repudiation of the contract of

employment by you.

5. Termination / Relieving: During the contract period, you can revoke the contract by giving

14 days prior notice to the appointing authority.
6. Other General Terms of Employment: ‘ﬁ/
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
