There is small fluid signal seen in medial head of gastrocnemius and szmimembranous msucel tendons.

There is thickening seen of medail collateral ligament with increased intraligamentous signal and
edema/fluid signal. : :

Theer is partial disruption seen of fibers of lateral collateral ligament.

Theer is thickening seen of medial patellofemoral ligament and medial patellar retinaculum with incraesd

Intraligamentous signal. : :

There is evidenec of intremdiate signal seen in proximal patellar tendon replacing normal hypointense

Femoral and tibial condyles elsewhere are normal in contour and signal iniensity.

Patella is normal in contour and signal intensity.

Minimal fluid is seen in joint space.

Medial and lateral menisci appear normal in contour and signal intensity. No evidence of tear is seen.
Posterior cruciate ligament appear normal in contour and signal intensity. ;
Quadriceps tendon tendon are seen normally.

Adjacent muscles appear normal with maintained intervening fat planes.
